The University of Bath, UK, in conjunction with the Ecole Mondiale World School, Mumbai India, offers an opportunity for qualified educators to participate in the University of Bath’s MA in Education programmes. 

The full MA programme typically comprises five or six taught units and a dissertation. Taught units consist of twenty four hours teaching by a University of Bath lecturer. This taught input is followed by individual research and the submission of a 5000 word written assignment which will draw on the experience of participants from both national and international contexts. 
Participants with experience of teaching one or more of the IB programmes may, if they wish, use the Masters level credits gained by successful completion of this unit towards their application for recognition through the International Baccalaureate (IB) Teacher Award scheme. For IB teachers the advantages of this MA programme are:

The University’s Department of Education is offering a MA degree in Education that enables participants to reflect upon their experience of teaching and learning in IB programmes. The recognized course is designed for IB teachers with current or recent IB experience and offers participants opportunities to critically engage with the educational principles and practices associated with an IB programme. The course of study includes the following four core modules:

· Education in an international context 

· Curriculum studies 

· Understanding learners and learning 

· Assessment of pupil achievement 

Successful completion of these four modules will make participants eligible to register for the Level 1 award. Subsequent completion of the full Masters qualification by undertaking additional modules and an IB-focused dissertation will lead to Level 2 award eligibility.

Please note that to register for the Level 2 award all registrants need to be experienced teachers with at least 5 years experience of teaching, which includes three or more years of continuous teaching in the same IB programme in one IB school. 
The IB Teacher Awards

About the initiative 

A new IB professional development initiative involving the setting up of a number of university postgraduate courses aimed to develop teachers’ understanding of the principles and practices associated with each of the three IB programmes has been established.  

This initiative also involves the creation of an award framework for formally acknowledging this understanding and the commitment teachers make to their professional learning. 

Those who successfully complete a IB recognized postgraduate course of study developed by universities working in cooperation with the IB will be eligible to apply and register for one of two awards.
About the awards 

Two levels of recognition have been established

· IB teacher award—Level 1

· IB teacher award—Level 2 

The two awards are a formal acknowledgement by the IB of the knowledge and understanding about IB principles and practices that teachers have demonstrated during their academic study and investigation. 

Currently the only means of gaining eligibility for either of the two awards is through completing a recognized postgraduate course of study. In the future it will be possible for experienced IB teachers to gain eligibility for the Level 1 award by compiling a professional portfolio incorporating some critical self reflection. Future developments in the portfolio route will be announced in the 'news' section.

Level 1 award 

Purpose of the award 

The Level 1 award aims to formally recognize teachers' knowledge and understanding of curricular, pedagogical and assessment issues involved in implementing the particular IB programme they teach or are intending to teach.

The award is available to teachers of all three IB programmes (Primary Years Programme, Middle Years Programme and the Diploma Programme). 

It is envisaged that the Level 1 award will be of particular interest to: 

· Inexperienced teachers with limited or no previous IB teaching experience 

· Experienced teachers with limited or no previous IB teaching experience 

· Those interested in embarking on a teaching career involving an IB programme. 

Experienced IB teachers may also wish to continue their professional development by completing a course of study recognized as meeting the Level 1 award requirements.
 Level 2 award 

Purpose of the award 

The Level 2 award acknowledges the commitment of teachers who have further developed their understanding of the principles and practices of the IB programmes by completing a higher level of academic study. This will include systematic and rigorous inquiry into international education with reference to one or more of the IB programmes.  

Courses of study associated with the Level 2 award will be designed to give IB educators the opportunity to engage with the educational theories that underpin international education and IB programme development, implementation and assessment. 

Registering for a Level 2 award will require teachers to complete a masters or higher-level course of study which includes a strong focus on educational inquiry. Such courses will have a balance between practice-based inquiry and more general issues-based investigation within the area of international education. 

It is envisaged that courses of study leading to the Level 2 award will be of primary interest to

· Experienced IB teachers 
· Teachers in positions of school leadership 

· Teachers intending to take up positions of school leadership

Overview

90 credits are required for the MA, 60 credits for the Postgraduate Diploma in Education and 30 credits for the Postgraduate Certificate in Educational Studies. For the MA, 60 credits come from taught units and 30 from a 15,000 word dissertation. Typically, students complete five 12 credit taught units although there are six and three credit units available. The Research Methods in Education unit (12 credits) is compulsory.

Students can specialise within a particular area, or combine units from different areas. Units are available in various modes of study, including attendance at the University and at local and overseas study centres, distance learning, and directed tutorial mode.

Academic entry requirements

A first degree or equivalent from a recognised university. Relevant professional experience is desirable but not essential.

English requirements

IELTS 6.5 (with not less than 6.0 in each of the four components); Cambridge Proficiency English (CPE) Grade C; Cambridge Advanced English (CAE) Grade B. 
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
