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The Economic and Social Council in EMUN
2010 is dealing with social and environmental
issues of paramount importance. It has not only
kept into account present global scenarios, but is
also trying to answer one of the most significant
questions today for a better tomorrow - what
after the Kyoto protocol?

Debate and arguments are normal in the
ECOSOC, which is to some extent dry and
uneventful. To make the uneventful atmosphere a
little more interesting, we shared some light
moments with a few delegates, asking them
facetious questions.
